Introducing our new pastor, Father Florent Kanga:

Father Florent Emmanuel is a Catholic Priest who belongs to the order of the Pallottine
Fathers and Brothers, simply known as “The Pallottines”, a Catholic order founded in 1835 in
Rome by Reverend Fr Vincent Pallotti, an Italian Diocesan priest. The Pallottines, with their

Mother house in Milwaukee, have been ministering to the people of God in the Midwest since
1923.

Fr Florent is originally from Cameroon in Central Africa. He was ordained a priest on
July, 10", 2004. He served in parishes and houses of Formation for future priests in his order in
Cameroon till 2011 when his Father Superior sent him to join and serve with the Pallottines of
Milwaukee. Fr Florent then served as a hospital chaplain in Milwaukee area in Aurora
Healthcare Corporation (St Luke Hospital, Sinai and St Luke South Shore) and Froedtert Hos-
pital along with his ministry as Parochial Vicar of Saint Vincent Pallotti Parish.

Father Florent came to the Diocese of Springfield in July 2020 and served as a Parochial
Vicar of St Mary’s parish in Farmersville, Saint Raymond parish in Raymond and Saint Mau-
rice parish in Morrisonville till June 30", 2021 with Fr Chris Kuridasima as Parish Administra-
tor. He was then assigned as Parochial Vicar to Saint Louis Parish and school in Nokomis from
July 2021 to June 2022.

Fr Florent will be serving as the new pastor of Saint Mary’s parish in Farmersville, Saint
Maurice Parish in Morrisonville and Saint Raymond Parish in Raymond starting July 1%, 2022.
